Focus HTML Web Page Project
We’ll make a 3-page web page that will be linked together to make it look like one web page, like the example below:

The pages should have the following (5 points for each item, 25 total points):
a. Must be 3 pages in length 
b. Must all link to each page and back home to 1st page 
c. Must contain a graphic on each page 
d. Must be easy to read 
e. Layout should be professional 

We’ll start by making one page with a table tag that divides the page into two parts.  We’ll then save the same page with 3 names, index.html, page2.html, and page3.htm.

On notepad, type the following code:

Save this code as index.html in a folder title:  period_LastnameFirstInitial_WebII (1_HarrisJ_WebI)

Go to that folder and double click on index.html.  It should look like this: [image: image1.png]Page 1

showing on the screen.

If the width doesn’t look correct, adjust to what looks correct on your computer.

Go into paint.  Go to Image, Attributes, change the width to 1600, the height to 3000 (if your image repeats, change to what will make it not repeat).  It should look something like this:
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Draw a long, narrow box on the left side, click on the paint bucket tool, and change the fill color to whatever is appealing to you.  Save the picture as back1, as shown here:

We have to change the hyperlinks so they look like this:

<a href="index.html">Home</a><p> (leave the <p> tag, so page 2 is on the next line).
<a href="page2.html">Page 2</a><p>

<a href="page3.html">Page 3</a>

Next, in notepad, go to file, save as, and save the webpage as page2.html and page3.html.  Browse to your webpage folder, and click on page 2 one time, where it shows “open”, choose the dropdown, then notepad (to open page 2 with notepad.  Change “date”, to “Page 2”.  Do the same for page3.html, changing the data to “Page 3”.
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Double click on index.html to test your web page to make sure all 3 are linked together.

Now, just edit the data on each page to something different.

*If you prefer picture hyperlinks, you can make a picture in Fireworks of “Home” or “Page 2” and adjust the hyperlink as follows:
