Directions:

The goal is to familiarize ourselves with the course description book and use MovieMaker.

1. Open the course description book.
2. Find Find 12 pictures from the Internet related to business careers, found in the course description book (Accounting, Business Law, Business Management, Computer Graphics, Flash Programming, Personal Finance, Marketing, Entrepreneurship, Web Design, Work Based Learning).  Save the pictures in a folder called, period_MovieMaker, LName, FName, example, 5_MovieMaker_Smith, Mike
3. Add text to each picture with a description of the class or career.  Find information from the course description book, or use the Internet to search for career information.
4. To open Movie Maker, just go to start and type “Movie” in the Start Search Box for Windows XP, Windows Movie Maker for Vista.
5. Drag the pictures to the storyboard below

6. Choose the down arrow next to “Storyboard,” and choose Timeline
7. Go to audio, sample music, choose a song.  Drag the song down to Audio/Music, on the timeline
8. Choose Transitions, drag the transitions between the pictures
9. Choose Effects, drag the effects on top of the stars on the pictures
10. Choose titles and credits, add a title at the beginning for your movie, and Credits at the end
11. Have all of the requirements, be creative, look at the rubric and requirements before you call me over.  

12. If you upload to youtube, and email me the working link, I’ll give you 10 extra-credit points.

13. I’ll walk around and check these off, so the link to the pictures isn’t broken.
Requirements:

· 1 minute in time length (the movie)
· The topic is business/marketing careers
· Insert music (import audio) from the my music folder

· Transitions must be smooth

· Add text to each picture.  Search for information in the course description book or on the Internet.
· Title and conclusion slides required

· Content

· Creativity

· Lyrics for the music saved in a folder so we both know the song is appropriate (if music is used)
· We’ll cover saving tomorrow.
